Kaedah 42 dalam Kaedah-kaedah Perkapalan
Saudagar (Latihan dan Perakuan) 1999
memerlukan setiap nakhoda, pegawai dan
pengendali  radio yang memegang perakuan
yang sesuai yang sedang berkhidmat dilaut
selepas suatu tempoh didarat hendaklah, untuk
layak bagi perkhidmatan dilaut, dikehendaki
pada lat tempoh tidak melebihi 5 tahun untuk
mengesahkan semula perakuannya.

2. Permohonan untuk pengesahan semula
perakuan kekompetenan haruslah diiringi
dengan salinan kursus modula yang perlu bagi
gred perakuan kekompetenan yang dipegang.

3. Kursus modula yang diperlukan untuk
gred perakuan kekompetenan digariskan dalam
Lampiran  dan keperluan kursus modula ini
memenuhi keperluan konvensyen STCW’95.

4. Pemegang perakuan kekompetenan
diingati bahawa kegagalan menghadiri dan
memiliki sijil kursus modula bagi sesuatu gred
perakuan kekompetenan berkaitan akan hanya
mendapat pengesahan perakuan kekompetenan
mereka sehingga 31hb Januari 2002.

Rule 42 of the Merchant Shipping (Training and
Certification) Rules 1999 requires that every
master, officer and radio operator holding an
appropriate certificate who is serving at sea or
intends to return to sea after a period ashore
shall, in order to qualify for a sea-going service,
be required at intervals not exceeding 5 years to
revalidate his certificate.

2. Application for the revalidation  of
certificate of competency shall be accompanied
with copies of the required modular courses for
the certificate of competency being held.

3. The required modular courses for each
grade of certificate of competency is outlined in
the Appendix and complies with the requirements
of STCW’95 Convention.

4. Certificate holders are reminded that
failure to attend and obtain the modular courses
completion certificates for the particular grade
of certificate of competency, prior to 31st January
2002 will have their existing certificates valid
until 31st January 2002.
