Act 1991(Act A 792/91) which came into force
on I’ August 1991.

2. With this amendment, Certificates of
Competency issued under Section 77 and 78
are no longer valid. Malaysian holding such
certificates may apply Malaysian Certificates
that comply to the requirement and provisions
of the Merchant Shipping (Training and
Certification) Rule 1999.

3. Holders of Foreign Certificates of
Competency whom may apply for Malaysian
Certificates of Competency are holders of
certificates from the following countries.

= United Kindom
= Australia
= New Zealand

4. Application shall be made to the
Marine Deparment Regional Office in
Penang, Port Klang, Johor Bahru and Kuala
Terengganu.
