Mulai daripada 1 Ogos 2002, Malaysia
akan  menguatkuasakan  konvensyen
STCW 95 ke atas kapal yang datang ke
pelabuhan Malaysia.

Seafarers shall
have appropriate certificate of competency
and certificate of recognition / endorsement
where applicable. Failure to produce such
certificates will cause ships to be detained, if
the deficiencies represent an unreasonable
danger to persons, property or the
environment.
