Tempoh laporan ketibaan perlu dibuat adalah 12
jam ketibaan kapal manakala bagi laporan
pelepasan hendaklah dibuat sebelum 12 jam
pelepasan sebenar kapal atau yang mana lebih
pratikal bagi kapal yang singgah kurang daripada 12
jam di satu-satu had pelabuhan.

Adalah diingatkan bahawa mana-mana pemilik,
nahkoda, atau sesiapa sahaja yang gagal
melaporkan ketibaan atau pelepasan di mana-mana
had Pelabuhan tersebut boleh disabitkan di bawah
seksyen 449 Ordinan Perkapalan Saudagar 1952
dan kaedah 10(1) Kaedah-kaedah Pelabuhan
Persekutuan 1953.

REQUIREMENT TO REPORT SHIP ARRIVAL AND
DEPARTURE AT LUMUT, TELUK INTAN AND
HUTAN MELINTANG.

In line with the implementation of the Ship Clearance
System (SCS) which was enforced on 31st July
2012 by the Malaysian Shipping Notice

NPM 5/2012. The application of this notice is for all
ships which are either registered or licensed
regardless of the number of tonnages.

Arrival report must be reported within 12 hours
arrivals of the ship while for the departure report
must be reported 12 hours before the actual
departure or whichever is practical for the ship
arriving less than 12 hours at each port limits.

It should be noted that any owner, master or anyone
who fails to report the arrival or departure of any
such port limits may be convicted under section 449
of the Merchant Shipping Ordinance 1952 and Rule
10 (1) of the Federal Port Rules 1953.

Please ensure ship arrival and departure report are
made to the corresponding port limit.
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
